2019 BCAWA Club Crush, Dineen Riesling.

An update on the vineyard.
It was a cold winter with a higher than average snow pack, the vineyard did not suffer significantly from the cold
temperatures.

The timing of the arrival of spring at Dineen this year was closer to what would be considered normal, and when
spring arrived it brought immediate warm temperatures, with the increased snow they had received over winter
the combination resulted in an abundance of water in the ground this spring, very good growing conditions so
far.

With Kamloops taking the lead in the competition, a team of Judges in the Lower Mainland would judge a select
number of Varieties/Classes (about 80% of the entries) and then 8 judges would take the judged wines and
remaining wines to Kamloops where the balance of the wines would be judged, and the results entered into the
computer system.

The varieties to be judged in the Lower Mainland and the number of Judges to Kamloops will be determined at the
time of the competition but the intent is to ensure a success for Kamloops.
